New Business: Multiple Housing Unit Inspections-Currently we have an inspection process 

prior to moving in, it is required that you receive a Certificate of Occupancy, which is done by our Code Enforcement Officer. Multiple Housing Units (those with more than 6 units) are exempt from having to receive a certificate, however are supposed to have yearly inspections done on all dwellings and common areas. These inspections have not been done for a number of years, but we feel it should start taking place again. After discussion, the council felt they wanted more information regarding a fee schedule and tabled this until the next meeting.

MEDC-ICE Notice of Intent Proposal

The City of Bangor is currently in the process of receiving a grant from the MEDC-ICE program for the Water and Sewer Main project on Arlington Street for this summer in which the project is 90% grant and 10% our match. They are accepting Notice of Intent (NOI) proposals for new projects at this time. This would help replace some water mains on the North side of town and on M-43 on the west end. We would apply for a 90% grant and Fleis and Vandenbrink has sent a proposal to do the NOI for $900.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Moench, to approve the proposal from Fleis and Vandenbrink to complete the NOI for a water  main project the the MEDC-ICE.  Roll call vote.
