COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

February 2, 2009

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Richard Sutherby, Mayor Pro Tem Jennifer Carpio, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench, and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  Rodney DeHaan and Teresa Wiles.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of Jan. 19, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

Performance Resolution for Governmental Agencies (MDOT).

This resolution is required by MDOT to issue individual permits for work within the State Trunkline right of way or for an annual application and permit for miscellaneous operations within the state trunkline right of way. Having an annual permit will allow us to do general work in and around the right of way without having to receive a permit each time, but only having to give notice prior to the work being performed. This also allows us to receive permits for larger work projects, such as the downtown streetscape.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the Performance Resolution for Government Agencies with the Michigan Department of Transportation. All voted yes, motion carried. 

DDA Appointments

It’s time to consider DDA appointments. This year there are two members who are up for re-appointment. Bob Emmert and Randy Pitcher would like to be reappointed for another 4 year term, which would end December 31, 2012.  Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by J. Carpio, to appoint DDA members as requested. All voted yes, motion carried.

EDC Appointments

It’s time to consider EDC appointments.  There are also two members who need re-appointment. The EDC are 6 year terms making these terms end December 31, 2014. Up for re-appointments are Angelo DiStefano and Steve Filkins and both have asked to be re-appointed.  Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Moench, to re-appoint Angelo DiStefano and Steve Filkins to the EDC, with the terms to end on December 31, 2014.

Also discussed was a sample of the new sign the EDC would like to be approved for the entrance to the Industrial Park. The cost of the sign is $1,730.00, which includes installation and would have removable plaques, making updates and changes easy. 

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the recommendation from the EDC to purchase the proposed sign at a cost of $1,730 to replace the existing Industrial Park sign. Roll call vote. All yes, motion carried. 

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $139,922.58. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
