COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 16, 2009


Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Richard Sutherby, Mayor Pro Tem Jennifer Carpio, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Teresa Wiles, Jennifer Carpio, Greg Moench. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  Rodney DeHaan and Phil Wiles.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Minutes of Feb. 2, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

Guests and Presentations: Jim Baker, Siegfried Crandall, presented the yearly audit for the City of Bangor. He stated that the City had a “clean and unqualified audit” again this year. (Audit report is attached)

New Business
The Michigan Property Tax Act requires that every local unit of government adopt poverty guidelines by resolution each year for that person’s (families) that meet the Federal Poverty income guidelines and the Asset Test.

Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to adopt the Michigan Property Tax Poverty Guideline Resolution for 2009. All voted yes, motion carried. (see attached copy)

Fire Board Appointment-One of the appointments for the ABB Fire Board has expired, 12/31/2008. Alice Kriesten has asked to be re-appointed for another two year term, to expire 12/31/2010.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the re-appointment of Alice Kriesten to the ABB Fire Board, with the term to expire 12/31/10.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Housing Commission Appointment-With the passing of Joe Sandling, there is an open seat on the Bangor Housing Commission that needs to be filled. It is the recommendation of the Housing Commission to appoint Fred Hicks to fill that seat. His term would expire 6-30-2012.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Carpio, to accept the appointment of Fred Hicks to the Bangor Housing Commission as stated above.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Old Business

Arlington Street Project was once again discussed. After going over the proposed figures of the cost, it was decided to hold this project until 2012.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to authorize the payments of bills in the amount of $156,276.11. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Carpio, to adjourn.  All voted yes, motion carried.
