Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member Hicks to approve the Housing Commissions recommendation.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Council discussed a proposal by the Bangor Lions Club to hold their annual White Cane Drive April 23 - May 2 in Bangor.  A motion was made by Council Member Insidioso and supported by Council Member Carpio to approve the Lions Club request to hod the annual White Cane Drive.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Council discussed the Small Town and Rural Development Conference at Crystal Mountain April 20-22.  Randy Pitcher is planning on attending for the DDA and Council decided that he would be sufficient representation for the City of Bangor at this Conference.

City Council discussed three nuisance locations (524 Division Street, 315 W. Arlington Street and 517 W. Monroe Street) that were identified by the City Manager and Code Enforcement Officer that needed Council action to require Clean-Up.  After discussion it was decided that 45 days would allow enough time for all locations to be properly cleaned up and would give the residence's an opportunity to take advantage of the City's Spring Clean Up.  A motion was made by Council Member Carpio and supported by Council Member Insidioso to approve the request to require proper Clean Up of the above mentioned addresses within the next 45 days.
