New Business

Brownfield Plan, Recommendation from DDA-Resolution 09-03.  Phillips Envirornmental has proposed a Brownfield plan for 3 West Monroe Street (LeVine’s Market). The plan would have their client, Hometown Properties LLC, clean up the site to make it usable for them, as well as demolish the current structure. The cost of the clean up is projected to be approximately $140,000. The Brownfield plan would allow them to collect the generated TIF captured tax, that currently go to the DDA, to cover the cost of the clean up. Everything is broken down in the plan that is attached. The DDA has approved the support of the proposed Brownfield Plan.

Downtown Streetscape, Recommendation from DDA.  The proposed project and bid specs are available of City Hall and will be available at the meeting. The project is ready to bid, estimated costs are going to be about $140,000 and we are planning on paying for it in two parts, labor will be paid by cash, available funds the DDFA has and the materials will be paid through loan. The project will remove all brick and replace it with  stamped colored concrete. We will fix all bad areas of sidewalk and replace the trees with Bradford Pear Trees. The time frame of the project would be to get bid documents back by June 11 and start construction July 6 and have it done by the middle of August. This would still allow an extra month prior to the Apple Harvest Festival.
