COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

June 6, 2011

Mayor Jennifer Carpio-Zeller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Jennifer Carpio-Zeller, Mayor Pro Tem Rosemary Insidioso, Council Members Renee Doroh, David Bournay, Teresa Wiles and Fred Hicks. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager

Absent:  Gregory Moench

Mayor Carpio-Zeller requested adding Agenda Layout to Old Business and Council Member Gregg Moench to New Business.  Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Doroh, to approve the Agenda for June 6, 2011 as amended.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hicks, supported by Council Member Wiles, to approve the Minutes of May 16, 2011.  All voted yes, motion carried. 

Comments from Audience Members: Lynne Farmer of 217 Prospect Court stated she did not feel a vote for the Police Department was a good idea and that Council should do it without a vote.

Shane Moore of 214 Douglass Ave stated he also felt the Police Department was very important and didn't want to see it leave.

Presentation and Guests: None

Old Business

Council noted the Budget Hearing and Truth in Taxation Hearing date was set for June 8, 2011 at 7:00pm.

Council discussed a proposal received from the County to provide 24/7 coverage to the City of Bangor for $462,070 per year.  The City currently has budgeted for fiscal year 2011-2012, $327,800.  Council felt this number was very high and had no interest in pursuing further.

After listening to a presentation at the previous meeting by Burnham and Flower about a Retiree Health Care Trust Fund, Council decided they wanted to take more time on making a decision and listen to other groups about different accounts that may be possible.

Council discussed the new agenda format and decided it also wanted a section to include Committee Updates and Department Head reports.

New Business

Council reviewed an opportunity to purchase 2 pieces of property the County has, prior to their tax sale.  A motion was made by Council Member Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso to decline the opportunity to purchase the properties at 831 Washington Street and 109 Maple Street.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Council discussed Resolution 11-01, which sets the rate for the Truth in Taxation Hearing scheduled for June 8, 2011 at 7:00pm.  A motion was made by Council Member Wiles and supported by Council Member Hicks to approve Resolution 11-01 setting the Truth in Taxation Hearing rate.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Council Member Gregory Moench had stated his intentions to resign from Council due to increase in work schedule.  Council decided it would accept his emailed resignation for his official resignation.  A motion was made by Council Member Hicks and supported by Council Member Insidioso to accept the Resignation of Gregory Moench from City Council effective June 6, 2011.  Roll Call Vote: Yes: All No: None Motion carried.  

Council set June 20, 2011 as a deadline for all people interested in the vacant Council Seat to submit a letter of interest.

Audience Comments
Steve Lowder of 7 West Arlington Street said he does not want to see the Police Department Leave.

Lynne Farmer of 217 Prospect Court said she thinks Council needs to keep information simple when addressing the public about the facts and figures.

Rick Kuiper of 410 Alexander Avenue stated he and Sgt Mohney have been around since 2003 and Chief since 1996 and they are a part of the community.  He then listed a number of improvements in the City of the last 10 years and said its time the City updates the Police Department.

Motion by Council Member Hicks, supported by Council Member Doroh, to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $60,881.76.  All voted yes, motion carried.  

Motion by Council Member Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
