New Business

At the last meeting, a bid was accepted for doing the work for the Downtown Streetsca[e in the amount of $106,800 by Eastlund Concrete Construction. The financing of this project is to be done partially through an installment purchase agreement with West Michigan Savings Bank and partially through the DDA general fund. The Installment Purchase Agreement is in the amount of $80,000 and is set to be paid back at a rate of 4.65% over 7 years making yearly payments in the amount of just under $13,500.

According to the International Property Maintenance Code, which the City uses, says that we must create a Construction Appeals Board, for maintenance violations. When a house needs to be demolished or brought up to code, the Code Enforcement Officer will notify the property owner and they will be given 20 days to make the corrections or appeal to the Construction Appeals Board. The Board then makes the final decision on what needs to happen to the property and if it is decided demolition is the answer, the paperwork is sent to the courts for final approval. Basically this board is the step between the ordinance officer and the judge for demolition.
