Sewer Debt Retirement Rates: At the Budget Meeting it was discussed that maybe we should have a minimum of a $2 fee per bill for the Sewer Debt Retirement, this would be a minimum and be charged to everyone who has a ready to serve fee even if they don’t use enough sewer to equal the $2 charge. This would make sure everyone helped to pay the debt. This would increase revenue by about $4000 per year. If you chose to do this, let me know before the next meeting, so I can prepare a Resolution. 

With our summer storms, it has been discussed that the City of Bangor needs a tornado siren. Manager Selden is still researching this, but, it seems that most communities are on their own as far as a warning system.
