COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

JULY 21, 2008

Mayor Waite called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call
Present were Mayor Clifford Waite, Mayor Pro-Tem Richard Sutherby, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench, Teresa Wiles and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  Jennifer Carpio.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Minutes of July 07, 2008 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

DDA Request

The City of Bangor’s DDA has to do a plan every ten years and have it approved to continue to operate and to continue to collect the TIF dollars. The last plan was done in 1998 and will expire at the end of this year. 

Motion by Council Member Sutherby, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve the request from the DDA to complete and submit their Tax Increment Financing and Development Plan. All voted yes, motion carried.

Black River Watershed

Erin Fuller, member of the Black River Watershed Group has requested to use the City Council Chambers on the second Wednesday of each month at 7:00 p.m. for their meetings. 

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve the request of the Black River Watershed Group to use Council Chambers for their monthly meetings. All voted yes, motion carried.

Water Reliability Study

Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) requires that every 5 years a Water Reliability Study be done. The City of Bangor last completed one in 1997 and is now 6 years overdue. The MDEQ has asked for this several times over the past few years and is growing impatient waiting for the City to comply. Since the study hasn’t been done recently, the cost could be more than usual. Our City Engineer Fleis and Vandenbrink has given us a quote of $7900. for the study.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve not more than $7900 to complete the Water Reliability Study for the City of Bangor to be in compliance with MDEQ.  All voted yes, motion carried.

1210 North Center Street

In 2006, the City acquired the property at 1210 North Street. The house was demolished for a cost of $4090. Some interest in the property has been discussed recently.

Discussion followed, and the Council agreed to solicit bids for the possibility of selling 1210 North Center Street, with a minimum acceptable bid of $4100.

5th Third Bank Cards

Fifth Third Bank has a program available to places such as the City of Bangor, which would allow employees to have bankcards for purchasing. We would be able to put monthly limits on each card and limitations on where they could be used (example would be only hardware type stores). This would help us keep controls on spending and help us in all larger purchases on knowing what is being spent and why it needs to be spent. We also are charged for each check that we send out and this way we would be able to keep our money in the bank, earning interest until the end of the month and we would receive the statement from the bank to pay at that time. Instead of writing a lot of checks, we could eliminate many and just have one payment from the bank. Suggestion for spending limits could be:

$2500 for City Manager and City Treasurer (with special restrictions)

$ 500 for Department Heads (DPW Director, Police Chief, Clerk) (with special restrictions)  

$   50 for selected DPW employees (with restrictions)

The bank also has a cardholder agreement and policy for this program, which would need to be signed by all employees. We would put in the agreement that any purchases not accounted for or not for City business would be considered theft and lead to immediate dismissal.

Motion by Mayor Cliff Waite, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve the request of the City Manager and Treasurer to get the bankcards for purchasing, with the prior and special limitations and restrictions as below. Roll call vote.

$2500 for City Manager and City Treasurer (with special restrictions)

$ 500 for Department Heads (DPW Director, Police Chief, Clerk) (with special restrictions)  

$   50 for selected DPW employees (with restrictions)

On Going Business

At the last meeting, it was discussed to have the sewer lines on W Arlington to be cameraed (snaked) to see if there are issues with those lines before the Street project would be done. 

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to camera (snake) the sewer lines on W. Arlington to check for damage and /or replacement needs, not to exceed $3500. All voted yes, motion carried. 

The possible street repairs on W. Arlington, sewer line issues etc and the grant applications have been tabled until the results of the camera work are finished.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Sutherby, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $48,344.90. All voted yes, motion carried.

Due to the upcoming Election to be held on August 5, 2008, the next City Council meeting on 8-4-08 will be held at the Library. 

Also discussed, were the renovated restrooms at Lion’s Park. It has been decided that the restrooms will be unlocked in the morning and locked in the evening so that the restrooms are available. The question arose as to the Park rentals still being collected, with the restrooms available during the daytime. The Council stated that everything will stay the same as the current regulations regarding the Park Rentals.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
