COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

August 4, 2008

Mayor Waite called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call
Present were Mayor Clifford Waite, Mayor Pro-Tem Richard Sutherby, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  Jennifer Carpio and Teresa Wiles.

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Minutes of July 21, 2008 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

Guests:  Alice Kriesten, Secretary/Treasurer for the ABB Fire Board was present and gave an update on the new Fire Truck.

New Business

Winter MML Conference

Michael Selden, City Manager requested the City allow him to attend the upcoming Michigan Municipal League Conference October 1-3 on Mackinaw Island.  Selden was also requesting that the City cover the cost of the registration fee and hotel accommodations.

Motion by Council Member Sutherby, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to approve the request from Selden to attend the MML Conference and cover costs not to exceed $1155.00 for the room and conference fee.

Hiring
Selden advised Council that he had recently hired Jacalyn Endres part-time to work at the DPW.  Selden also advised Council of his plans to hire Manuel Copeland to a full-time basis starting September 4.  Copeland was hired for summer help in the spring.

2008 Bridge Inspections

Selden advised City Council that the 2008 Bridge Inspections required by MDOT had been completed and the results were in everyone’s Council Packets for review.  This is a biannual review and will be required again in 2010.

Water Meter Panel

The Department of Public Works has been in discussions with a few companies who provide water meters and have a new reading system available.  It was by request of Selden, that the Council select three members to see what the new water meters will offer, to help guide DPW as to any further action on this matter.

City Council selected Sutherby, Moench and T. Wiles to form the three-person panel. 

Policy Governing City Parks

Last year a policy was adopted by Council that set the times and rules for the City Parks.  This was adopted to see how the rules would work before they were made into resolution.  

City Council asked for changes to be made to the opening and closing time of Lions and Kiwanis Park to read 8:00am – 10:00pm between Memorial Day and Labor Day.  The corrections will be reviewed for adoption at the next meeting.

Lions Park Signage

City Council confirmed the verbiage for signs that shall be placed in Lions Park and gave the go ahead to Selden to get the signs ordered and have them put up.

Recommendation from the Housing Commission

The Bangor Housing Commission made a recommendation to City Council that they approve the appointment of Jane Rainey to the Housing Commission for a new term of 5.  

Motion was made by Council Member Insidioso and supported by Council Member P. Wiles to approve the recommendation of the Housing Commission to approve the continued appointment of Jane Rainey for another term ending June 30, 2013.

On Going Business

At the last meeting, it was voted to have the sewer lines on W Arlington to be cameraed to see if there are issues with those lines before the Street project would be done, Selden advised that this was ordered and would be complete soon. 

At the last meeting Council voted to get 5th 3rd Bank cards for employees to use for certain purchases.  However, 5th 3rd wanted at least $40,000 total limits and the Council did not want to go that high.

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso to rescind last meetings motion of approval of the cards.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Evaluation forms were distributed to Council for Selden’s one year evaluation and Council Members T. Wiles, Moench and Insidioso will tally the results to present to Selden.

City Council gave the go ahead to place an ad in the Reminder and South Haven Tribune for the sale of 1210 North Center Street.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Sutherby, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $140,127.56. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Waite, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
