COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 18, 2008

Mayor Waite called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Clifford Waite, Mayor Pro Tem Richard Sutherby, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench, Teresa Wiles and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  Jennifer Carpio.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of August 4, 2008 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

The Cemetery Committee held a meeting on August 13, 2008 and is recommending that the Cemetery fees be increased. This decision came after much discussion and comparison to surrounding areas. 

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by T. Wiles, to accept the proposed Cemetery changes as presented, (see attached) to go into effect October 1, 2008.

All voted yes, motion carried.

City Assessor, Dianna McGrew’s contract is up for renewal. She is requesting a .25 per parcel per year increase in her wages for the next three years. (See attached). Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Moench, to accept McGrew’s  contract as presented.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Parks and Recreation Bylaws: The Parks and Recreation Advisory Board have been working on their bylaws and they are ready to be reviewed.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Sutherby, to approve the Parks and Recreation Bylaws as presented (see attached). All voted yes, motion carried.

The bylaws for the Parks and Recreation Committee allow for nine members to sit on the Parks and Recreation Board, which would include two members from the City Council and would begin June 30, 2008.

After the initial terms expire, all term lengths will become three years.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Sutherby, to approve the Board Members suggestions for the City Parks and Recreation Committee, as attached. All voted yes, motion carried.

Discussion regarding a portion of a City driveway next to Dan’s Automotive was put before the Council. Dan’s Automotive uses this driveway as his entrance to his business and paved a portion of it. He is asking if the City would reimbursement him a portion of this cost since the City also uses this drive.

Motion by Council Member Sutherby, supported by Mayor Waite, to deny the request by Dan’s Automotive to share the cost for pavement of the driveway. All voted yes, motion carried.

The grant we’ve applied for from the USDA regarding the new squad car does not look promising at this point. According to Paul Bristol, USDA, Van Buren County has other needs that need to be met before squad cars are looked at. 

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to authorize City Manager Selden to solicit bids regarding a new squad car for comparison  and availability. All voted yes, motion carried. 

Harvest Festival: Discussion took place regarding the need for more volunteers for this annual event. There is so much to organize and to do, that more help is needed each year. It was suggested to appoint some City Council Members as well as members of some of the other committees in the area so everyone will be on the same page and more people can help with information as well as the organization.

Old Business:  The updated Policy Governing the City Parks is included for review and consideration .

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by P. Wiles, to adopt the Policy Governing the City Parks as presented. (Attached). All voted yes, motion carried.

Mayor’s Resignation: Mayor Cliff Waite has decided that due to health reasons, it is time for him to resign his position as City Mayor to be effective after this meeting. It is with deep regret that he must do this, but, feels that he must in order to help control some of his health issues.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to accept the Mayor’s resignation with heartfelt regret. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $99,992.15.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member P. Wiles to adjourn the meeting.  All voted yes, motion carried.
