COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 2, 2008

Mayor Waite called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Clifford Waite, Mayor Pro Tem Richard Sutherby (late), Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench, Jennifer Carpio, Teresa Wiles and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  none

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Minutes of August 18, 2008 as presented, after the correction (removal) of “to be effective after this meeting” regarding the Mayor’s resignation.  Carpio abstained, all others voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

At the last meeting, Mayor Waite announced his resignation. Since that time, he has realized prior commitments that he had made and wants to honor them. He is requesting his resignation date changed.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Mayor’s resignation as of the October 6, 2008 meeting.
Property and Liability Insurance

Our payment for property and liability insurance is due every year on October 1. We currently use MML and have for at least the last few years. Last year we paid $35,634 for the insurance.  Since we are trying to cut costs everywhere we can, Selden decided to bid out the insurance this year. Bids were requested from MML, Michigan Township Participating Plan (MTPP) and South Haven Insurance (EMC). For the same or similar coverage to what we currently have for MML will be $31,549 and for MTPP it would be $28,109 with options that could reduce the cost to $24,654 which is almost an $11,000 savings. Discussion followed. 

The Council requested that Michael Selden research some more and find a few more answers before a decision is made. This has been tabled until the next meeting.

The Parks and Recreation Committee would like to make two recommendations to fill the vacancies on their board.

Motion by Council by T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Carpio, to approve the Parks and Recreation Committee recommendations as below:

Renee Doroh   2 year term – ending June 30, 2010

Lisa Perry       3 year term – ending June 30, 2011

All voted yes, motion carried.

During the last meeting, it was discussed that Lion’s Park needs better security to help deter the vandalism and vagrancy that goes on in the park.

Motion by Council Member Sutherby, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to allow the Parks and Recreation Committee to research different types of security cameras for Lions Park. All voted yes, motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the purchase of a new Squad Car, and the status of the grant expected to help with the cost. Selden reported that it is still not certain if the grant will or will not be granted to help with the squad car.  This issue has been tabled until a definite answer from the State funding is available.

Bids were opened on August 29, 2008 regarding the sale of 1210 North Street. There was a single bid from Bill Stanislawski for $4100. The cost for the City to demo the property was $4090. 

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Carpio, to accept the bid of $4100. and his proposal as submitted for1210 North Street  by Bill Stanislawski. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $98,451.70. All voted yes, motion carried. 

Council Member Carpio stated that the Arts Council is having an open forum type meeting, open to the public on October 2, 2008 at 6 or 6:30 p.m. at the Depot. The purpose of the open meeting is to get all public opinions regarding the Apple Harvest Festival. All are invited to share ideas on how to improve the Festival for future years.

Request to go into Executive Session at 8:43 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the Police Contract.

Reconvened Regular Meeting at 9:45 p.m. 

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
