COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

OCTOBER 19, 2009

Greg Moench called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Council Members, Teresa Wiles, Rosemary Insidioso, Phil Wiles and Greg Moench. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to accept the Minutes of October 5, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

Presentations and Guests: Craig Peterson, residence, followed up his comments from the last meeting, regarding his concerns about the police department. He was instructed to fill out formal complaint forms located in City Hall about any issues.

New Business: Ordinance 281 was presented back in May of 2007, which is for prohibiting the use of bicycles and other equipment on Skate Park, prohibiting alcohol in the parks and setting the closing times for the parks and including penalties for such. In 2007, the ordinance was put off for a while to see how things were going to work with the updated park and the ordinance was forgotten about. We should try to have something in place by the beginning of next summer for this. I think it would be best if we reviewed the ordinance and discussed at a meeting and talk about any changes we may want to make, and then bring it back next meeting to approve for publishing and adoption.

This issue was tabled until full council is here and everyone has a chance to look at the ordinance.

Salt Spreader for Plow Truck: Our current salt spreader is between 10-15 years old and is not in very good condition. We have received bids for a new spreader in two sizes to compare and decide what to do. There is no chance to repair what we currently so it’s buy new or work with what we have. This item was not in the original budget, but we could probably make room for it.

This issue was tabled until next meeting, with full council present.

Ordinance Recommendation from Planning Commission: The Planning Commission has been working with the Black River Watershed Project to review our ordinances in regard to water and wetland protection. After review, a plan of ordinances was discussed that could help preserve our water and wetland areas. These changes would update a variety of areas in the Ordinance book. 

This item was tabled until the next meeting.

On Going Business:  Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Moench, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $67,562.67. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
