COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 2, 2009

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Richard Sutherby, Council Members, Teresa Wiles, Rosemary Insidioso, Phil Wiles Fred Hicks and Jennifer Carpio. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent: Greg Moench

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of October 19, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business: Ordinance 282 was returned this week for discussion, addressing the flood plan map through FEMA. This is the first full discussion and it will be brought back to the Council for publication and/or adoption at the next meeting. 

Recommendation from the Tree Committee:  Fifth Third Bank requested permission to remove a tree that they feel is blocking visibility of their new sign from the street. After careful consideration, the Tree Committee denied the request and suggested that the tree be trimmed instead of complete removal. 

Lu Roberson has resigned from the Tree Committee, and Cliff Waite has expressed an interest in being appointed to take her place on the Tree Committee.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Hicks, to approve the appointment of Clifford Waite to the Tree Committee. All voted yes, motion carried.

Old Business: Ordinance 281 was returned this week for discussion regarding the rules and updates for all of the parks. This was discussion only and will be brought back again before publication and/or adoption.

Salt Spreader for Plow Truck: Our current salt spreader is 10-15 years old and in need of several repairs. We have gotten bids for a new one and they vary a great deal in cost and some in size. This is not a budgeted item, but, it is questionable if it will make it through another winter, even with it being repaired.

Motion by Council Insidioso, to purchase a new salt spreader. This died on the floor for lack of support.  

The Council decided to have the spreader repaired and to budget a new spreader for next fiscal year.

The Planning Commission has been working with the Black River Watershed Project to review our ordinances in regard to water and wetland protection. After review, a plan of ordinances was discussed that could help preserve our water and wetland areas. These changes would update a variety of areas in the Ordinance Book. This was for information and discussion only. No vote at this time.

Audience Comments: It was mentioned that the leaf vacuum is not working in a timely manner this year and some residents expressed frustration at the leaves blowing back into their yard before they are picked up because they are sitting by the road for several days.

Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member P. Wiles to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $72,519.50. Roll call vote.
