COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 3, 2008

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Richard Sutherby, Mayor Pro Tem Jennifer Carpio, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Greg Moench, Teresa Wiles, and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Absent:  None.

Rodney DeHaan was sworn in to fill the vacancy of the Bangor City Council. 

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of October 20, 2008 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

Comcast now offers phone service in the area. Currently, we have Verizon for our local service and lines. We have Bloomingdale Communications for our internet service as well as long distance calls. We have a total of fifteen lines, between the faxes, phone and alarm lines. Our current services cost about $950 per month, or about $11,400 per year. 

If we decided to go with Comcast, the service for all of the lines (all local, long distance and internet) would be $446.52 per month, plus, we would have to keep two of the alarm lines with Verizon because of service not being available in those areas for an additional charge of $71.08 per month. Total for the phone lines would be $517.60 per month, which is a substantial savings compared to what we now pay.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Carpio, to accept the Comcast proposal for the three year contract, as presented. Roll call vote, all yes.

Complaints have been received from Arlington Stations that the lights on the front sign don’t work and it’s difficult for them to see when turning into the subdivision, especially with the median there. There is a power source for the sign but AEP has it locked up, so the sign is off. It would cost the City about $50 to light this sign every month, if we put it into the City of Bangor’s name.

Council agreed to table this until it is known if this can be tied into the streetlight system.

This year Christmas is on Thursday as well as New Year’s Day. Typically, we are closed on Christmas and New Year’s Eve. Instead of coming to work on the Friday after the holidays, the employees would prefer to work on Wednesday, December 24 and on December 31, and have a four day weekend.

Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to allow the Department Heads decide what the employee in their departments would like. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Moench, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $88,789.26.  All voted yes, motion carried.

Overtime was discussed for the current week for the purpose of leaf pickup.

The Council authorized overtime for this week as requested for the leaf removal.

Request to go into executive session at 7:40 p.m.

Reconvened regular meeting at 7:51 p.m. 

Motion by Council Member  P Wiles, supported by Council Member T Wiles, to accept the Police Union contract as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member T Wiles, supported by Council Member P Wiles, to adjourn the meeting. All voted yes, motion carried.
