COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 7, 2009

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of November 16, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to accept the Minutes of the Special Meeting held on November 23, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business: The City of Bangor has five wells that we receive our water from.  Wells 8 and 9 get the bulk of the use since they are the hill with the water storage tank. Well 8 was built in 1986 and well 9 in 2002. It recommended that each well be overhauled every 5 years or so and cleaned if necessary. Well 8 has had regular maintenance over the years, but still has worn parts that need to be replaced, mainly the bowl that brings water to the top. It also needs to be cleaned. We have received one bid to date from Peerless Midwest in the amount of $38,932.50 which would currently replace the parts that are worn and clean the well.

This matter was tabled until more bids are received, hopefully by the next Council Meeting.

MLGMA Winter Institute has announced that their conference is going to be at the Amway Hotel in Grand Rapids again this year from Feb 2 – Feb 5. Total cost for Mike to go would be approximately $779, which would include the hotel, registration fee, admission to all sessions and parking. 

Motion by Council Member P. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve $779. for Michael Selden to attend MLGMA conference in Grand Rapids. All voted yes, motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hicks, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to authorize the payment of bills in the amount of $97,107.19. Roll call vote.
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Motion carried.
