COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 15, 2008

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present. 

Roll Call:
Present were Mayor Richard Sutherby, Mayor Pro Tem Jennifer Carpio, Council Members Rosemary Insidioso, Teresa Wiles, Jennifer Carpio, Rodney DeHaan, Greg Moench and Phil Wiles. Also in attendance was Michael Selden, City Manager.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve the Minutes of Dec. 1, 2008, after correction (typo) under new business under Proposal from Utility Services, the last sentence. It states “on the item was help”, it should be “on the item was held” as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business

Selden stated that the wage increases need to be approved for 2009. These raises will include a 3% increase for the Director of Public Works, Police Chief and Clerk, a 3% increase for all Public Works full time hourly employees, not to exceed their cap amounts and a numerical increase for the Treasurer to a base salary of $35,000 yearly and also include our Train Depot attendee of $1.00 increase per hour, to a wage of 8.50 per hour.

Motion by Council Member Moench, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the wage increases for 2009 as presented.  All voted yes, motion carried.
Recommendations from the Planning Commission

The Planning Commission has been short one member and Steward Rissley has expressed interest in filling the vacancy.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the appointment of Rissley to the vacancy on the Planning Commission. The term to expire June 30, 2009. All voted yes, motion carried.

Bangor Depot LLC has requested a lot split at 548 Railroad Street. There are currently two buildings on this site, Alley Cat Dance Studio and an old warehouse. If the land split is approved, parcel B will be donated to the Bangor Historical Society to use as a museum.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member P. Wiles, to approve the Planning Commissions recommendation for the lot split for 548 Railroad St. as presented.

A variance request was made for 235 North Street to allow them to put a house on the lot that only has 66 square feet frontage, not the 75 square feet frontage as required.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission for 235 North Street as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

A second variance request was made for 235 North Street. They have asked to put in a home under the required 1000 square feet (900 sq. ft.).

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member DeHaan, to deny the request of the Planning Commission to allow a 900 square foot home to be put on the lot at 235 North Street. All voted yes, motion carried. 

The Addendum that has been presented would be added to the new Hourly and Department Head Agreements for a year end bonus of $50 for full time employees and $25 for part time employees.

Motion by Council Member Carpio, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve Addendum G as presented regarding the year end bonus’s for full and part time employees as presented, to be paid the third pay cycle in December (see attached). All voted yes, motion carried.

Some items need to be clarified in the Police Union Contract. Addendum A will help eliminate confusion over several issues (see attached).

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member T. Wiles, to approve Addendum A to the Police Union Contract as presented.  All yes, motion carried.

MLGMA winter Conference will be held in Ypsilanti this year. Michael Selden sought Council approval to attend Feb 3-6, 2009.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Insidioso, to approve the City Manager to attend the MLGMA conference at City expense. All voted yes, motion carried.

Old Business

A proposal was given by Dan Kitchen with Utility Service at the last meeting to would allow us to have needed work performed on our Water Storage Tank late in the summer of 2009 and spread the payments out over 5 years. On top of the payment to pay for the work being performed, we would pay a much smaller base fee that would be like a warranty for the tank and Utility Service would continue to serve an perform an annual inspection or work on the tank as needed, with no additional funds coming from the City. The base funds would than be put toward the next large work that will be needed on the tank in the next 10-12 years.

Motion by Council Member T. Wiles, supported by Council Member Carpio, to approve the proposal without the mixer from Utility Service in the amount of $29,085 for the next five years.  Roll call vote.
